THE NEW SURF COAST WALK
The redeveloped Surf Coast Walk will be 44 kilometres long, extending from Point Impossible
to Fairhaven.

The track will run right along the coast, without inland detours or on-road sections. It will
be signposted where necessary to make navigation easy.

It includes a combination of shared use and walking only sections (see notes below) and
will be suitable for people with varying levels of mobility, physical ability and experience.

The project will be completed by mid 2012.

TRACK STANDARDS
The Surf Coast Walk will include highly developed, high
use sections and rougher, more natural and demanding
sections.

Track sections are classified according to the Australian
Standard for walking tracks. Track classes along the
Surf Coast Walk will range from Class 1 to Class 3.

Class 1: wide and hard surfaced and may be
sealed. Gentle gradients, high usage, relatively
frequent signs, seating etc. Generally accessible
to people with limited mobility.

Class 2: narrower than Class 1 tracks but still hard
surfaced and highly accessible. Gradients vary.
Encounters with others less frequent.

Class 3: varied walking in natural settings, with
natural hazards and obstacles. Tracks may be
unsurfaced or surfaced. More demanding but still
suitable for a wide variety of users.
